On this tour the emphasis is on finding the magnificent Kalahari Lions and other predators such as leopard, cheetah, (Kgalagadi is one of the better natural parks to see these two species), spotted and brown hyena, honey badger, African wild cat, the rare caracal and the ever popular suricate. The camps used on this tour are not always the most equipped camps, but give one the opportunity to overnight where these magnificent beasts operate. 

Patience, endurance and good luck is still needed sometimes to find the Kalahari lions. That makes the reward so much better. Early departures on game drives in the mornings and staying out as late as possible in the late afternoons increase the chances of spotting these impressive creatures. During the warmer to hot months from September to April, the changes increase to see these big cats, due to the fact that they visit waterholes, which are all close to game drive routes, more often.
No passports or visas needed to overnight on the Botswana side of Kgalagadi Trans Frontier Park.

DAY 01 
Upington - Kgalagadi Trans Frontier Park (South Africa)
Depart from Upington to the largest camp in Kgalagadi Trans Frontier Park, Twee Rivieren.  Afternoon game drive in this 37 000 square km park, which is one of the largest conservation areas in the world and one of the last truly unspoilt ecosystems. 

Endemic game such as gemsbok, springbok, eland, giraffe, blue wildebeest and red hartebeest roam the sparsely vegetated red sand dunes and the dry river valleys of the Nossob and Auob where a variety of acacia species thrive. 

The Park is well known for good sightings of lion, leopard and cheetah and spotted - and brown hyena are common residents. Because of an abundance of prey in the form of mice, whistling rats, birds and insects, smaller predators thrive in the park. The park is home to caracal, honey badger, black-backed jackal, bat-eared fox, cape fox, African wildcat, mongoose and the ever-popular suricate (meerkat).  

Kgalagadi is a bird watcher’s paradise with more than 300 species recorded including at least 20 larger raptor species. The world’s heaviest flying bird, the Kori bustard and the stately secretary bird patrol the riverbeds while the noisy northern black korhaan rule in the dunes.

The Twee Rivieren area is known for lion, leopard, cheetah and meerkat sightings.

DAY 02 
Kgalagadi Trans Frontier Park (Botswana)
Game drive to Rooiputs Campsite on the Botswana side of the Park, 25km north of Twee Rivieren. Experience the park, camping in the wild with no protective fencing. Enjoy dinner around the fire, while listening to the sounds of the night. Don’t be surprised if you hear lion, hyena, leopard and black backed jackal during the night.  Lions are regular visitors to Rooiputs at night. 
(The facilities at Rooiputs are very basic. Each campsite has an A-frame shade structure, pit toilet and a shelter for a shower bag.)

DAY 04  
Kgalagadi Trans Frontier Park (South Africa)
Game drive north along the Nossob River Valley to Nossob Camp. Afternoon game drive in the Nossob area. The Nossob area is known for lion activities. Nossob Camp has a hide overlooking an illuminated waterhole. Optional 3 hr sunset drive and 3 hr morning guided walk with Sanparks rangers

DAY 05  
Kgalagadi Trans Frontier Park (Botswana)
Game drive to Polentswa Camp on the Botswana side of the Park, north of Nossob Camp. As with Rooiputs, Polentswa has no protective fencing too.  This remote campsite overlooks the vegetated Polentswa Pan and is known for beautiful sunsets. Polentswa is very active lion area. The nearby Polentswa waterhole is visited very often by lions at night and very few nights go by without hearing lions roar. Lions, spotted hyenas and brown hyenas are regular visitors to Polentswa Campsite at night.

(The facilities at Polentswa are very basic. Each campsite has an A-frame shade structure, pit toilet and a shelter for shower bag.)

Game drives in the northern part of the Park.

DAY 07  
Kgalagadi Trans Frontier Park (South Africa)
Game drive via Nossob Camp, the Upper Dune Road and the Auob river Valley to Mata Mata on the Namibian Border. Mata Mata is situated on the banks of the Auob River Valley, which is an active wildlife area. The Mata Mata area is known for lion, cheetah and spotted hyena sightings.

Optional 3 hr sunset drive and 3 hr morning guided walk (if available) @ R160-00 & R250-00 pp.

DAY 08 

Kgalagadi - Upington
Game drive south along the Auob River Valley. Depart back to Upington. En route we stop at the last indigenous San tribe in South Africa, the Khomani. Today these earliest residents of the Kalahari, living here for 40 000 years, consist of only 400 people and are resident in an area between 40 and 70 km south of Twee Rivieren. Clients will have the opportunity to view and purchase their handcraft at one of the roadside stalls. Continue to Upington. End of the tour.
